WHAT IS THE GOSPEL? - The Gospel is the good news that salvation 
comes by God’s grace through faith in what Jesus Christ did on the cross. 

 

THE PROBLEM:  We’ve all sinned (Rom. 3:23).  Sin is rebellion against God.  It’s 
when we choose to do things our own way.  The result? The wages of our sin—
what we earn when we sin – is hell (Rom. 6:23) 
 

THE SOLUTION:  Jesus is the solution. His sacrifice on the cross frees us from 
sin and death! Jesus gave Himself to be punished for you—He died for your sins in 
your place. But He didn’t stay dead. He rose from the grave & proved that He has 
the power to give you & me eternal life. 
 

WHAT DO YOU DO NOW? 
1. Admit to God that you’ve sinned against Him. Tell Him you’re sorry and you’re 

going to stop. 
2. Believe that Jesus took the punishment for your sin on the cross. 
3. Receive Jesus to be your Savior and give you eternal life.
